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Joseph Plunkett was on the 21st of September 1887.
Plunkett was executed on the 4th of the May 1916 at Kilmainham Gaol.

In 1915 Plunkett joined the Irish Republican Brotherhood [I.R.B].
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He also joined the Gaelic league and studied with Thomas MacDonagh.
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He was elected to the Provisional Committee of The Irish volunteer’s in 1913.   

Plunkett was one of the original members of the I.R.B Military Committee that was responsible for planning the Easter Rising.

Plunkett’s interest in Irish nationalism spread throughout his family, notably his younger brothers George and John, as well as his Father, who allowed his property Kimmage, south Dublin, to be a training camp for young men who wished to escape the conscription in England during World War 1.
During the rising Plunkett was based in the G.P.O
